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Activities from August 2004 to June 2005. 





One of BRG mandates is to promote research and encourage the transfer of knowledge. In 2005, BRG organized a Call for Research Projects in the field of plants, animals and micro-organisms genetic resources. This Call was open only for French research teams which were able to establish collaboration with others European research organisms. BRG received around 130 answers and decided to give a financial support to 30 projects for a total amount of 850 000 €. All information concerning this programmes and the French genetic resources (plants, animals and micro-organisms) are available on BRG web site (http://www.brg.prd.fr).


Since 2000, France is fully committed to the follow up of the ERFP. As the ERFP secretariat, BRG is directly involved. It organised 3 meeting in the frame of its action (2 for EFABIS programme and 1 for ERFF Steering Committee). 


The National Cryobank for the conservation of semen and embryos of domestic animal is fully operational. The following table gives the status of the Cryobank collection on 2005.
