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Activities concerning the management of the Hungarian farm animal genetic resources in 2004

· Breeding associations collected some new stocks, which had not been registered before, and took them under a controlled register. Applications for being acknowledged breeds were submitted. In 2004 the partridge colour Hungarian chicken, Hungarian duck (white, spotted) Hungarian goose (plain feathered), Hungarian plain guinea fowl and Hungarian plain donkey were acknowledged. The declaration of these breeds to be indigenous farm animals is in progress.

· The procedure of the acknowledgment of the Hungarian buffalo is in progress.

· We can experience a growing number of stocks among the Hungarian grey cattle, the indigenous sheep breeds and the mangalica pig breeds, especially among the mangalica pig breeds.

· The lines of the Hungarian grey cattle were increased by an imported stock from Serbia-Montenegro.

· The DNA research of the mangalica pig proved that the blonde, swallow-bellied and the red colour varieties were three independent breeds.

· The phenotypes of all the examined mangalica pig were found homozigote stress-resistant (genotype NN) according to the MHS tests.

· DNA based origin control was introduced instead of blood group and enzyme polymorphism examinations, concerning the Hungarian grey cattle breed.

· International co-operations were launched with Romanian, Serbian and Austrian breeding associations concerning the poultry, Hungarian grey cattle and mangalica pig.

· Indigenous farm animal breeds became “National Treasure” according to a decision of the Parliament.
