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This year two major issues were on the agenda of NFP. One of them was revision of  ‘Domestic AnGR Conservation Project’ and the other was preparation of legal framework for in situ conservation of local breeds. A project proposal on AnGR conservation was prepared. In addition to domestic animal species, the Project includes wild animal species and fisheries genetic resources. In order to subsidize local farmers who are participated in community based AnGR Conservation Project, a legal framework was accomplished. 

I. Activities undertaken during the past year in the framework of AnGR

· Two regular meetings of the National Committee for AnGR took place. 
· Program evaluation meeting of Domestic AnGR Conservation Project was held  and  sub projects were discussed.
· Participation in the meeting of  ERFP workshop on 04.09.2004 in Slovenia.

· Participation in the meeting of FAO 10th Session of CGRFA on 08-12.11.2004 in Rome.

· Preparation of the legal framework to subsidize the animal breeders for in situ conservation of local cattle, buffalo, sheep and goat breeds.

Cattle; Anatolian Black, Anatolian Grey, Kilis, Eastern Anatolian Red, Native   Southern Yellow, Zavot, Dörtyol and Seferihisar.  Buffalo; Anatolian Water Buffalo. Sheep; Kıvırcık, Sakız, Gökçeada, Güney Karaman, Karagül, Herik, Tuj, Hemşin, Ödemiş and Norduz. Goat; Angora Goat, Kilis, Norduz and Honamlı. 

II. Primary activities planned for the coming year

· In the frame of  Animal Husbandry Subsidy Notification, which is in force, some local breeds will be conserved in their original breeding areas. An incentive premium will be allocated for these breeds; for 2800 small ruminants approximately 30 €/head/year and for 1200 big ruminants approximately 140 €/head/year will be paid.
· Revised Domestic AnGR Conservation Project including cryo-conservation will be in operation. 

·  TV programs will be prepared in order to create public interest to national AnGR issues. 

· AnGR web page will be broaden.

· Training activities will be enhanced.
