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Activities concerning the management of the Hungarian farm animal genetic resources in 2005-2006

· Breeding associations collected some new stocks, which had not been registered before, and took them under a controlled register (see table below).

· Amendment of the saving of the protected indigenous breeds of Hungary is in progress. The main parts of the amendment:

· Financing will be in the framework of the agri-environment issues concerning the EU regulations.

· The responsibility of the breeding organizations will increase in the maintenance of the breeds

· Creating the conditions of in vitro saving (gene bank).

· Origin protection of products made of indigenous breeds

· Declaration of protected category of the new acknowledged breeds (Hungarian home buffalo, Hungarian plain donkey, partridge colour Hungarian hen, Hungarian plain guinea-fowl, Hungarian goose, Hungarian duck) may be in 2007 by the new regulation.

· DNA researches were continued in the stocks of Hungarian grey cattle and horse breeds.
