I. Activities Undertaken During 2005-2006:

During the year 2005-2006 the Government, the Animal Production Institutions and the NC acted for the aplication of the strategy for a sustainable management of FAnGR visualiseded by our Contry Report for SoW anGR. Some of activities are the folowing.

1. Institutional arrangements for AnGR. The Agricultural, Food and Forest Ministry nominated a new National Consultative Committe for the Management and Conservation of AnGR. The former National Coordinator Prof. Dr. Condrea Draganescu (condrag2002@yahoo.com) was renominated for a new period. The Recherch Institut for Animal Biology and Nutrition (IBNA<ibna@pcnet.ro>) remain the focal point institut for AnGR conservation, but increased the rol of National Agency for the Reproduction and Improvement of Animals (ANARZ)(anarz@pcnet.ro), the governamental monitoring agengy for FAnGR, who will tack step by step the rol of FP..

2. Government subsidies for the conservation of endangered and vulnerable local breeds, actions for increasing the farm size, rural development.
3. Some scientific clarification in breeds taxonomy .As our SoW-AnGR Country Report noticed  in the breeds identification, classification and denominatation persist on the world and national scale many taxonomical confusions who generatye difficulties in biodiversity inventoriy and international cooperation (pag. 61-62). Farm Animal Taxonomy paradigm is at the level of 19-th century (even the elementary Darwinian classification princips-genealogy and similarity- were not respectet, there is not a cod of zootehnical nomenclature etc); practically there is not a science of Farm Animal Taxonomy and without him any breeds inventory is empirically, possible erroneous. In such conditions we trayed, at our level, to put some order in the identification, classification and denomination of breeds from our country and implicit from this part of Europeean area..

After a large number reserche on Genetic History of Romanian farm breeds (1970-1990), we paid atentionn to the breeds taxonomyi dentification, classificationj and denomination. We found and presented in past years (1994-2005) many erros in this field ( Tsigai sheep breeds confused to Ruda, Buffon and Darwin Valachian sheep named Ratska, Valachian breeds denominated Zackel and included in the same group with Buffon Corkscrew horns Valachian, some subjective change of breeds name, some breeds with community breeding woa are really a group of breeds etc)

In this year we cooperate to solve 3 problems:

· The conclusions of the ERFP supported a project „Possible way of conservation Tsigai and other indigenous sheep breeds in Central and Eastern Europe and Balkan countries”, (1994-1995), assigned to two countries where the breed originated from Romania, was imported on the last time, to which the Romanian NC contributed to some 4 papers, were at least unclear. For that we made a recherch project on a breed confoundet to Tsigai (Blackhead Ruda sheep breed) and published 3 brochures  in Romanian language (.. we presented 4 papers on the working workshops), but we had the impresion that the final report presented in Stockholm ..was at least confoused. For thet reason we made our own research project on Blackhead Ruda breed, confoundet to Tsigai and published 3 brochure in Romanian (Romanian Blackhead Ruda 94 pag.,Blackhead Ruda in Serbia and Hungary-24 pag. and Blackhead Ruda in Bulgaria 23 pag.)
· As a result of a research project a brochure „Corkscrewhorns Valachian sheep breed” is in print.
· At the International Worksop „Goat farming in Central and Eastern Europeean countries: present an future” (Constanta Romania 27-30 June 2006) a paper on „Taxonomical problems of Carpathian goat breed” (breed with an island structure as a result of community breed, with the some name to Polish Carpathian goat, and to the some situation to many Balkan „breeds”).
4. Improvement of Romanian animal production systems As our SoW-AnGR Country Report noticed the state of animal genetic resources depend primary of the production systems. As the present production systems are generally unsustainable economically and biologically in a long ran, we acted in two direction.
· Conservation of the traditional pastoral systems Under the light of the Convention Biological Diversity we continued to pay attention to the problem of conservation of the traditional pastoral systems, which allow the utilization of extensive grazing land, the economical conservation of genetic resources, of the environment and of the landscape. Besides of papers presented in the previous years ( Transhumance in Romania-past, present and future 1997,1998; „Transhumance and Sheep Breeds Relationship in Central and Eastern Europe and Mediterranean area „A note on Transhumance in Balkans”-2003; “Problems of Free ranging Livestock Systems in Romania” 2001 etc) we published this year an apel for conservation it- Transhumance an extensive and economic efficient production system who mast be conserved” (July 2006)
· Improvement of Romanian animal comercial production systems. In the past we presented opinions connected to a sustainable and competitive developmemnt of our production systems (“Sustainable and competitive development methods in the Romanian animal production” etc). This year (27-29 June) we presented a paper on “Dilemmas and strategy in goat production systems”, where we connected the development of commercial production systems with the breeds conservation and improvement.
5. Minimalisation of breeds importation.
As the breed is a component of an ecosystem and the natural ecosystems of Romania are very variable and different from ecosystems from other countries, we recomandated that the breeds import is justificable just if is imported also the „ecosistem”, possible just in very intensive production  situation. This year we presented a paper „Minimization or interdiction of substitution of the local bee breed to imported breeds -a basic principle in bee improvement”.

6. International meeting participation. 
For some bureocratic reasons NC have not a financial support for participation on international worksops. Howewer  we must thank to internationa organisations for inviting and suporting our participation on two worksops: (EFABIS project-Hannover April 28-29, -Workshop on Legal and Strategic Aspects of AnGR in Europe- Brussels,19-20 January 2006). For practical reasons the NC (he had the intention to retire) send to others specialists in his place. The information receaved there are verry usefules for the improvement of our work in database utilisation and cooperation as wel in cooperation on strategic aspects of AnGR in Europe.

II. Priorities for 2006-2007

· The main priority for the National Consultative Committe for the Management and Conservation of AnGR NC  will be a correct and concret division ol labor betwen  his members and institutions and the organisation of an efficient secretariat for the reception and diffusion of all national and international charges

· The ANARZ ( National Agency for Animal Breeding) will organise the databasis on AnGR tacking in account all the conclusions of EFABIS project.

· In strategic priorities and action in 2006-2007 on AnGR management in Romania, the main objectiv will be the .alignement to the EU legal aspects.
