· Monitoring of Farm Animal Genetic Resources in Slovenia

· Livestock geography in Slovenia in year 2005
Distribution of farm animals is important factor of in-situ conservation taking into consideration environment in which animal developed their specific production characteristic. Therefore research in distribution of all farm animals was done in 2004 and for cattle in 2005 and afterwards results assessed in terms of population changes. The results showed the lack of proper statistical data, decrease in cattle population from 2000 to 2005, the most distributed breed of cattle (Simmental and Holstain Friesian) and less dispersed is autochthonous breed named Cika cattle. 
Large differences in structure of agricultural landscape exist among statistical regions – the share of landscapes in overgrowing and uncultivated land, respectively, is from 2.1 % to 37.3 %. This share is in direct connection with the number of AU/HA. Larger it is, smaller is the share of agricultural landscape in overgrowing. 

· Social and production conditions for (in situ) conservation of biodiversity in animal husbandry - example of the Bela Krajina Pramenka
The research was carried out at 42 households in 26 villages in the Bela Krajina region. Results showed that average size of farms is 12.5 ha, the main limit for production is dispersed land, age of the owners and disorganized market. Own inputs are still predominant, so this type of production can be considered as fairly self-sustaining and environmental friendly which is important at this distinctive karst area.
· Breeding programs for farm animal breeds in Slovenia
During the year 2004 and 2005 breeding programs for 43 breeds of farm animal breeds in Slovenia were prepared and approved.
