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January 2003 a strategy group appointed by the Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Fisheries came up with a proposal for a new strategy and organisation of the work on animal genetic resources in Denmark. A reorganisation of “ The Danish committee for the management of Farm Animal Genetic Resources” is decided, the new committee will have a substantial representation of breeders.  So far the old committee is still in function, but in the autumn 2003 the new committee will take over. The primary activities for the comming year will be decided by the new committee.

In 2002/2203 the public support to AnGR from previous years was continued – e.i:

- Genebank - conservation of semen from bulls and rams

· Advising of breeders and breeding organisations of small populations on breeding   issues

· Administration of the incentive payment. In the tables is given the numbers of breeders and the number males and females within each breed, which have obtained support
