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The management of farm animal genetic resources in France is co-ordinated by the BRG. One of BRG mandates is to promote research and encourage the transfer of knowledge. In 2000, BRG organized a scientific colloquium and round table discussion gathering 250 French researchers and managers. At the beginning of 2001, BRG supported the research through national calls for proposal. BRG received more than 80 answers and will finance over two next years around 40 projects for a total amount of 1M€.
