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One of BRG mandates is to promote research and encourage the transfer of knowledge. In 2002, BRG organizes a scientific colloquium and round table discussion gathering 250 French researchers and managers. During this meeting, around 30 projects, funded by BRG between 1999 and 2001, will be presented and discussed. It will be held in La Châtre (October 14-16, 2002). The National Cryobank for the conservation of semen and embryos of domestic animal is now operational. The Cryobank's goal is to have a collection with genetic diversity representative samples from nine domestic animal species. The main biological material kept is semen, but embryo are also kept as well as cells. It is also thought to preserve DNA and physiological serum, in order to be able to track down the sanitary status of the sample at any time.
