One of BRG mandates is to promote research and encourage the transfer of knowledge. In 2004, BRG organizes a scientific colloquium and round table discussion gathering 250 French researchers and managers. During this meeting, around 30 projects, funded by BRG between 2002 and 2003, will be presented and discussed. It will be held in Lyon (November 3-5, 2004). Since 2000, France is fully committed to the follow up of the ERFP. As the ERFP secretariat, BRG is directly involved. It gives a technical support to the development of SoW national reports in Africa.
