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Background information

Animal Breeding Law was adopted by the Hungarian Parliament  in the end of 1993. According to this Law the protecting of indigenous and native breeds have significant importance. The genetic value of these breeds is very high, so the prezervation of them in their original form  is a national interest and a duty of the State. The Ministry of Agriculture

is resposible for maintenance  and supporting of protected indigenous breeds.

The National Institut for Agricultural Quality Control is duty for registration and control for all native domestic animal breeds in Hungary.

The breeding organizations carry out breeding activity in practice (all the breeds need breeding organizations).

Authorised hungarian delegats in 1998 (Rome) adopted the recommendations of the Intergovermnmental Technical Working Group on Animal Genetic Resources for Food and Agricultural. This recommendation officially announced that FAO co-ordinate the development of a country-driven Report on the State of the World’s Animal Genetic Resources, that could provide an assessment of countries’ animal genetic recources programmes and the state of domectic recources. Hungary officially joined to this program.

In summer of 1999, hungarian Ministry of Agriculture received a letter from hungarian reprezentative to FAO, in which it was asking us to appoint the responsible organization and persons for prepering of the country report.

The Ministry of Agriculture appointed the National Institut for Agricultural Quality Control as coordinator to lead  National Consultative Commitees  and complete country report. The Institut assigned  Mihaly Baltay (director) as president and István Ács /senior counsellor) 

as secretary.  István Ács  participated in the National Co-odinations’ orientation workshop hold in Rome ( september 2000) and  in the Regional Training Workshop for south countries hold  in Debrecen/Hungary (october 2001).

The coordinator Institut submited  in 2101 to the Ministry of Agriculture the program for fulfiling the country report in order to applay finance support. The cost required was very high.

Because of  high cost requiring and certain other reasons the leaders of the Ministry decided to withdraw the appointment  of former coordinator  and  assingned a new one.

Since  February 2002, the new coordinator is Mihály Pásztor, senior counsellor (Ministry  of Agriculture).

Activities in 2002

First task of new coordinator  was to select  organizations, research instituts, breeder assotiations,  universities  which are conserning to the Animal Genetic Resources.

It was selecting  about  25 organizations. 

The new coordinator sent letters to the directors of organizations  in order to appoint those specialists who capable  to work  in prepering of country report.

Appointed specialists were invited to participate on Workshop hold  at the office room of the Ministry  (March 12  2002).

From these specialists was created the National  Consultative Commitee (about 25 head of different specialists – scientists, officers, counsellors, breeders, statisticers, economists and others).

The new coordinator gave  detailed information  to the member of  NCC about how to prepare the country report. 

The State  Secretery participated on the Workshop, which underlines the great important of this event.

We oriented the Workshop accordance to FAO prepared guidelines. All unclaire questions were discussed during the long meeting.. 

After clarification  the process, it was appointed the responsible organizations who will prepering  the different parts of Country Report. There are  6 main topics, so it was appoited 6 responsible  organizations, which are conserning 12 different subtopics.  

The responsible organizátions have to send  the prepered  material to the Ministry of Agriculture. The deadline of sending  was  1th of august 2002. Until now we received  7 prepered materials of 12 subtopics. We are expecting the rest materials. The responsible persons referred to different problems, but they promised to sent their till the end of august.

At this time  the task is partially completed. 

If we received  all of the parts of Country Report we can it analysing, correct and edit. This work will be do by   specially appointed Working Group ( September 2002). 

After correction and edition work the Country Report  will be ready in hungarian language. 

The next essential step forward to submit the prepered Country Report to the Minister of  the Ministry of Agriculture  to endorse it, because the Country report will be an official government report.

After adoptation process we have to translated the Country Report  in to english. To do the correction, the government approval  or endorsement  and the translation take at least  3 months in case of optimal conditions.

So,  Hungary is able to sent  the Country Report to FAO   in November or in December 2002.

The Hungarian part accept any kind of assistance concerning fisishing with the Country Report (finance, consultations, etc.)
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
