ROMANIAN ACTIVITIES (2000-2001) AND PLANS

 (2001-2002) FOR FARM AnGR MANAGEMENT

C. Drăgănescu

a. The data published on the World Watch List for Domestic Animal ..(3rd ed., Oct. 2000) has been examinated with the aim to suggest some corrections. We note that:

· For some Romanian breeds we suggested to TiHo to correct some errors.  The corrections are not made on DAD-IS and on WWL. Ex: the local breed name of Romanian Carpatian Goat (it is also a Polish Carpathian goat) it is not Carpatina Cashgora (!?) but  Capra Carpatina; these it is not a swine breed ,,Porcul de Banat” but Romanian Saddleback (international name) or Bazna (local name) etc.

· For some breeds the local and international name was changed (perhaps as a suggestion of deferent countries). It is not for the first time and that produce confusions and difficulties in classification. Ex.: Greek Zaekel instead of Vlakhico (Mason, Simon); Greek Zackel it is a group of breeds not a breed, which include most of Greek sheep breeds. Instead of   (p.618) Valaska Vitoroga (Mason) or Valachian (Bufon, Darwin) the new name it is  Vitoroga Zackel, even this breed don’t belong to the group Zackel (the local name it is Valaska Vitoroga).

· In some cases the some breed have different name. Ex. Saracacian (in aromanian language)=Sarakatsaniko=Vlahiko (in Greek language) Karakacan (p.613-in Macedonian language) or Karakacanka (p 613-in Turkey) or Carakachanska (page. 533-in Bulgaria).

b. Breed Classification. For the clarification of similarities between the Balkan breeds, a study on the phyletic classification of them  has been done (C.D. ,,An Attempt to a Phyletic Classification of Balkan Native Breeds; Tekirdag workshop 6-8 June 2001). The papers continue the studies done on the Danubian, Russian and Ukrainian sheep breeds.

c. Identification-description of breeds. By a study on donkey from Teleorman county” (Lucr.ªt. USAMV DLIII-XLIV 2001:95-98) has been done the first analysis of Romanian donkey. An attent to study in cooperation with other NC the relationship of Romanian Blackhead Tsigai with Serbia Tsigai, Pleven Blackhead and Istrian Promenka has been done.

d. Conservation of breeds. The breed conservation in situ plans are analyzed every year. This year a special attention received the conservation plan of swine Mangalitsa breed and a paper was presented at the Budapest 20-21 August 2001 Dagene-Save workshop (Genetic History of Turda Red Mangalitsa Conservation Nucleus). We participate also with papers at two workshops on Pastorals and Biodiversity Conservation (Soto-del-Real-Spain 7-10 June 2001 and Moeciu, Romania, 6-8 oct.2001).

e. The data on National Genetic Resources are registered at the Central Animal Breeding Office, responsible also for performance recording and breeding value evaluation for all pedigree stock. However the dichotomy of  An.GR management and conservation (National Focal Point for An.GR - a Research Institute and the part of Databank and financial support of Agricultural Ministry to the Animal Breeding Office) it is not efficient. We  ask for an organization  of a Council of AnGR Management and Conservation who must unified the decisions in this field.

f. The problem of AnGr diversity has been integrated into a course of sustainable development for the students.

g. Actions to vularize the necessity of AnGR biodiversity conservation. Some 7 article have been write from which 5 for FAO.

II. Primary activities planned for 2001-2002 year.

a. Update the information in the EAAP-AnGR Data Bank­Hannover (TiHo) and complete the questionnaires for some non-registered breeds.

b. Act for the mobilization of appropriate human and politico-financial resources   to successfully complete the task for the preparation of Country Report  for the State of World’s AnGR.

c. Act for more implication of Agricultural and Environment Ministry on the financial support of AnGR conservation actions.
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
