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Activities related to management of AnGR were organised and sponsored until the end of 2002. year, on the level of the Federal State where within the authority of the Federal Ministry of Economy and Internal Trade the Federal Department for Plant and Animal Genetic Resources was existed. At the begining of the 2003. year, after reconstruction of the Federal Government, all activities related to management of AnGR were accepted from Ministry of Agriculture and Water Management Republic of Serbia. Responsibility for AnGR in connection with CBD are divided independently between Republic of Serbia and Republic of Montenegro.

In the last year we are permanently working on the identification of endangered breed of domestic animals, because its not finished yet. We worked also to forming 3 location for all endangered breeds where we hadn't its. Financial support to the stakholders was given due in time. Many NGO and ecological organisations were included in the programme of on-farm conservation of autochtonous breeds. They gave a very important role to increase of public awareness. At the end of 2002 year it was prepared the budget from the Ministry of Agriculture and Water Management for support stakeholders of endangered breeds in 2003 year (38.500 Euro).


In the 2003. year the first priority is harmonisation of our Agriculture Low with EU regulatives. Creating  the National Strategy for conservation of biodiversity in collaboration with National Focal Point for environmental protection. Continue with identification of endangered breeds and their habitats. Permanent work on updating of National AnGR database. Increase collaboration with the countries in the region. 


Several projects related to AnGR are beginig at 2003. year or its will be starting very soon:

1. Project on conservation Tsigai sheep (5 countries will participate)
2. Project on preparing of Case Study – Community based management and used of AnGR in traditional livestock farming systems of Serbia and Montenegro
3. Project for sustainable rural development of  South-East of Serbia – establishing of organic pilot farms (One of this farme is breeding of Mangalitsa pig in agroforestry system)
