The management of animal genetic resources in Slovakia is coordinated by the Ministry of Agriculture of Slovakia. The  national focal point for all AnGR activities (established in 2001) is the Research Institute of Animal Production in Nitra.

Activities undertaken during last period:

· preparation of the national report on the AnGR (First Country-driven Report on the State of the World`s AnGR)

· participation of the core team at the European Regional Training Workshop in Denmark

· data on cattle, horse, sheep, goats, pigs, poultry and rabbits breeds have been collected and are available now

· acceptance and utilization of breeding value estimation of cattle, pigs and sheep

Primary activities planned for the comming year:

· establishment of the National AnGR website 

· updating of the national database on the AnGR

· participation at the European Farm Animal Biodiverzity Information System (EFABIS)
· utilization of molecular genetics methods for the description and biodiverzity evaluation of individual breeds

· continuing of the international FAO project „A Strategy for the Development of Dual-Purpose Pinzgau Breed in Slovakia“
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
