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ACTIVITIES IN SPAIN ON THE MANAGEMENT OF FARM ANIMAL GENETIC RESOURCES

REPORT 2001-2002

The work on AnGR is co-ordinated by the Committee for the Spanish Domestic Animal Breeds, established in 1998. The Committee is a ministerial body belonging to the Livestock General Direction (Ministry of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food - MAPA). It is constituted by representatives of the Animal Nutrition and Zootecnics Deputy General Direction (Livestock General Direction - MAPA), the Rural Development General Direction (MAPA), the regional governments, the National Institute for Agrarian and Food Technologies Research (INIA) belonging to the Ministry of Science and Technology, Spanish societies of experts in zootecnics, and the Spanish Federation of Associations of Pure Breeds (FEAGAS).

The basis for the work of the Committee is the Official Catalogue of Spanish Breeds of Domestic Animals. The Catalogue includes different categories as shown in the following table:

Activities from august 2001 to august 2002

· The Committee for the Spanish Domestic Animal Breeds had 2 meetings. Four breeds (one bovine, one ovine and two canine) are under study for inclusion in the Official Catalogue.  

· General information on breeds – Data on breeds in danger (see special protection in Table I) was collected from the regional governments.

· Country Report on the State of AnGR – The NCC was nominated in december 2001 and a first meeting took place in february 2002. The representative of the Spanish NFP attended to the Regional Training Course in Debrecen (Hungary).

· Publications – Two publications related to AnGR (Razas Ganaderas Españolas Bovinas and Prototipos Raciales del Vacuno de Lidia) have been edited by the Ministry of Agriculture, together with diferent experts and breeder’s organizations.

· Representatives of the Ministry attented the Standing Committee on Zootechnics held in Brussels last february. As a result of that meeting, an updated list of the breeder’s associations officially recognised in Spain was sent to the Commission. 

Activities planned form august 2002 to august 2003

· Continue with the updating of the Spanish data at the DAD-IS.

· Prepare the Spanish Country Report on the state of AnGR.

· Include in the web page of the MAPA a section to inform about AnGR.

· Prepare a Spanish Official Catalogue for authocthonous breeds of avian species.
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
